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PRESIDENTõS REPORT NOVEMBER  2011 
 

Good day all 
 
What a weekend we have just had, full of highs 
and lows both here and overseas.  The lows 
have been well documented, with Avalonôs big 
crash at Phillip Island on the Saturday, and 
Mike Messiterôs huge off at Hampton Downs 
and being helicoptered out on the Sunday.   
Mike I hope that Karl liked his Birthday present, 
a ride in the ñchopperò. The first person to be air 
lifted out from the track. 
 
The highs would have to be the close racing 
from the SpeedScan Hyosung cup riders, lots 
of good racing and close passing. It proves that 
you donôt have to have 200 horsepower to have 
good racing.  The number of entries for the first 
round was great, with plenty of riders coming 
out to start the summer season off.  But to me 
the best race of the day was the second 
Formula 3 race with an RS125 beating the 
Suzuki 650s, this was done by outstanding 
riding. 
 
To me the biggest disappointment was the lack 
of legible numbers, on over half the machines 
that were racing. The numbers are far too 
small, and in many cases only on one side of 
the machine. This effected the whole day with 
the lap scorers unable to read the numbers and 
the commentator unable to pick out who was 
who. This is not just for officials but also to the 
viewing public who have paid to come and 
watch. 
 
 

So the first thing that I suggest is that you all 

read your rule book and get the correct size 
numbers and correct colour background. Most 
machines can have numbers on both sides of 
the tail piece, or on the side of the fairing.   I will 
be having a template at machine examination 
at Pukekohe, on the 13 November, and if your 
numbers donôt meet the size required, you will 
be told ñif you want to race FIX IT NOW!ò so 
please donôt think that we are picking on you. 
 
The ART days are again proving that there are 
plenty of riders out there that are not too 
worried about having their skills brushed up on 
by our very capable riding instructors. If you 
know any one that is interested, make sure that 
they get in early, as they are always over 
subscribed. 
 
Work is well under way on the March National 
Points meeting at Hampton Downs, with a lot of 
trade people expressing interest, and childrenôs 
play area being set up as well.  We are chasing 
a sponsor at the moment, but the game played 
with the oval ball has sucked up all the spare 
cash that may be around, so this is proving 
hard. There is also a possibility of a live band 
and fire works on the Saturday night, which 
also happens to be St Patrickós day. 
 
This is enough from me this month, so see you 
in the club soon.
